PROCEDURE
The Procedure described below has been followad:

The Designated Authority (hereinafter also referred to as the Authority) issued a
public notice vide Nptification No. ADDAW/36/95-96 dated the 30 ™ November,
1999, initiating mid -term review of definitive Anti-Dumping Duty recommended
on imports of 8 Hydroxy Quinoline originating in or exported from People'
Republic of China (hereinafter also referred to as the subject country) vide
Nofification No. ADD/IW/36/95-96 dated the 28™ Fobruary, 1997 and definitive
Anti-Dumping Duty imposed by the Central Governiment vide Notification No.27
dated the1st April, 1997

The investigations concluded by the Authority vide Notification No.
ADDIW/36/95-96 dated the 28" February, 1997 have been referred to as “the
pravious invastigation”.

The Public nutice dated 30" hNovermber, 1899 was published in the Gazete of
India. Extraodinary, inibating mid -term review of Anti-Dumping Dty concerning

The Embassy of Peupie’ Republic of China in New Delhi was informed about the
initiation of the review in accordance with rule 6(2) with a request to advise the
exporters/produceis from their countries to respond to the questionnaire within
the prescribed time. A copy of the letter and questionnaire sent to the exporters
was also sent to the Embassy, alongwith a list of known exporterslproduceré
None of the exporters/producers, however, filed any response.

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X) A questionnaire was sent to M/s West Bengal Pharmaceutical Phytochemical .
Development Corporation Ltd, Calcutta,(the domestic Industry in the instant
case) calling for necessary information. M/s West Bengal Pharmaceutical
Phytochemical Development Corporation Ltd, Calcutta, however, failed to file its
response. ‘

xi) The Authority held a public hearing on 8.8.2000 to hear the views orally, which
was attended only by M/s Vetcare Organics Limited, Banglore. In accordance
with Rule 6 (6) the parties who attended the public hearing were requested to
file written submissions of the views expressed orally. Written submissions
have been received from M/s. Vetcare Organics Limited, Banglore.

" xii)  Investigation was carried out for the period 1st April, 1999 to 31% December,
1999. .

xiii)  In accordance with Rule 16 of the Rules supra, the essential facts/basis
considered for these findings were disclosed to all known interested parties and
comments received on the same have also been duly considered in these

findings.

B. PRODUCT UNDER CONSIDERATION, DOMESTIC INDUSTRY AND LIKE
ARTICLES:

2. The Final Findings notified in the previous investigation with regard to the
product under consideration, domestic industry and Like Articles remain
unchanged.

C. DUMPING, NORMAL VALUE, EXPORT PRICE, DUMPING MARGIN
LANDED_ VALUE efc:

3. (i) The Authority sent exporters questionnaire to known exporters of 8 Hydraxy
Quinoline for the purpose of determination of Normal Value in accordance with
Section 9A(1) c. However, none or the exporters responded to the Authority.
The Authority, therefore, holds that the exporters from the subject countries
have not co-operated with the Authority as envisaged under the Rules. The
Authority also holds that the primary responsibility to establish Normal Value of
8 Hydroxy Quinoline in People' Republic of China rests with the exporters /
producers, who have failed to co-operate with the Authority.

(i) The Authority also sent importers questionnaire to known Importers of 8
Hydroxy Quinoline. However, none of the Importers responded to the Authority.
Accordingly, the Authority holds that Imporers of 8 Hydroxy Quinoline have also
not co-operated with the Authority and have not furnished any information.

M/s West Bengal Pharmaceutical Phytochemical Development Corporation Ltd,
Calcutta, the Domestic Industry also did nct file any response to the
guestionnaire sent to them.

Thus, none of the interested partiés responded to the questionnaire forwarded
by the Authority.

" VIEWS OF EMBASSY OF THE PEOPLE' REPUBLIC OF CHINA:

Embassy of the People' Republic of China have not submitted any response.

OTHER ISSUES:

VIEWS OF IMPROTERS:

M/s., Vetcare Organics Ltd, Banglore, one of the importers, in their written
submissions subsequent to the Public Hearing has submitted that: -

M/s Vetcare Organics Limited, Banglore has in their submission to the Authority
drawn attention to their letter No. VAPL: DAAS: 96 dated 23.12.96 sent during
the course of the previous investigation. They have, inter-alia, stated as follows:

a) that imposing anti-dumping duty would cause severe injury to export oriented
industries and have reiterated the submissions already made during the
original investigation.

b) Demand for 8 Hydroxy Quinoline from local sales and EOUs is substantial.
Data regarding the production , consumption in the domestic market, imports
of 8 Hydroxy Quinoline and export of items produced from 8 Hydroxy
Quinoline for the:past 2 years has been furnished ( as per information
available from market sources), which is as follows:

¢) the sole producer of 8- HQ in India had produced about 8.3 tons and 4.5 tons
in 98-99 and 99-2000 respectively and has stopped production since mid
1999.

d) The above statistics are clearly indicative of the fact that domestic production
was negligible as compared to the demand, making imports inevitable.
Therefore the question of injury caused to the local industry does not arise.

INJURY AND CAUSAL LINK:

In the absence of any response from the Domestic Industry, the Authority
holds that there is no impact of imports of 8 Hydroxy Quinoline from subject
country on the Domestic Industry in India. The Authority accordingly could not
establish any injury to'the Domestic Industry by the dumped imports during the
POl from the subject country. For similar reasons, the Authority could not
determine Non-Injurious Price for the Domestic Industry.

FINAL FINDINGS:

From the above, the Authority is ied to the conclusion that in the absence of any
response from any of the interested parties including the domestic industry, the
critical parameters viz. the fact of dumping, material injury and the casual
relationship between the two cannot be established. Keeping this in view, the
Authority is of the opinion that cessation of existing Anti-Dumping Duty on
imports of 8 Hydroxy Quinoline from the subject country, is not likely to lead to
continuation or recurrence of injury to the Domestic Industry. Hence, the
Authority proposes to discontinue the anti dumping duty on the import of 8-
Hydoxy Quinoline form the People' Republic of China. .

Thus, the Authority concludes, after considering the foregoing, that:

8 Hydroxy Quinoline originating in or exported from the subject country has not
caused any injury to the domestic industry of India during POI.

The Domestic Industry has not sufferea any material injury from.imports of 8
Hydroxy Quinoline from the subject country during the POI. :

Cessation of existing Anti-Dumping Duty on imports of 8 Hydroxy Quinoline from
the subject country is not likely to lead to contiruation or recurrence of injury to
the Domestic Industry.

The Authority, therefore, recommends that the Anti-Dumping Duty imposed on
imports of 8 Hydroxy Quinoline originating in or :xported from People' Republic
of China, failing under Customs classification 29 3.40.04 of Customs Tariff Act,
1975 be discontinued.

An appeal against this order shall lie before the Customs, Excise and Gold
(Control) Appellate Tribunal in accordance with thect supra.
