No. ADD/IW/36/95-96.—The Designated Authority (heremafier referred to as Authority) having
regard to the Customs Tarif (Second Amendment) Act. 1982 and the Customs Tariff (Identification. Assess-
ment and Collection of Duty or Additional Duty on Dumped Articles and for Determination of Injury) Rules,
1985 thereof recommended imposition of definitive Anti-Dumping Duty on imports of 8-Hydroxyquinoline

otiginating in or cxported from China PR vide Notification No. ADD/IW/36/95-96 dated 28th Fcbruary,
1997,

1. Product  Un ideration: The product under consideration is 8-
Hydroxyquinoline is classified under custom heading 2933.40 of Schedule I of the
Customs Tariff Act, 1975.and No. 2933.40.04 under Indian Trade Classification
(Based on Harmonized commodity Description and coding System) originating
from the People’s Republic of China. The classification is, however, indicative

only and is not binding on the scope of the present review.

2. Initiation i-Dumping [ igation: The Customs Tariff (Amendment) Act,
1995 and the rules made thereunder require the Authority to review, from time to
time, the need for the continued imposition of Anti Dumping Duty. The
Designated Authority, therefore, considers that the Anti Dumping Duty imposed
by the Central Government in pursuant to the recommendations made by the
