(hereinafter also referred as the Act) and the @ustTariff (Identification, Assessment and Collentdf Anti-dumping
Duty on Dumped Articles and for Determination ojuity) Rules, 1995, as amended from time to timedimafter also
referred as the Rules), the Designated Authorigydimafter also referred to as the Authority) rentended imposition
of anti-dumping duty on imports of “Para Nitro Ane” (hereinafter also referred to as the subgexids), originating in
or exported from China PR and Indonesia (hereinaétierred to as the subject country).
2. Whereas, the original investigation concerning inpof the subject goods from the subject countsias initiated
by the Authority vide Notification 14/13/2010-DGADRlated 8th June, 2010. The final finding was ptiglts by the
Authority vide Notification No. 14/13/2010-DGAD dat 5th August, 2011 and definitive anti-dumping ydwas
imposed by the Central Government vide Notificafdm 88/2011-Customs dated 9th September, 2011.

3.  Whereas, the present petition has been filed by Mihilasha Tex-Chem Ltd. and M/s. Amarjyot Chertsdavt.
Ltd (hereinafter referred to as Petitioners) asdgpported by M/s. Panoli Intermediates (India) Btd. and M/s. Premier
Orgochem Industries Pvt. Ltd. The petitioners hanevided relevant financial information to file shapplication for the
extension of period, modification and enhancemdrgxisting anti dumping duties on imports of ParirdNAniline
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(hereinafter referred to as PNA or subject gofrdm China PRhereinafter referred to as subject countryhe petition
is in the form and manner prescribed by the DesaghAuthority.

Country involved

4.  The country involved in this investigation is ChiRR.
Product under Consideration and Like Article

5. The product under consideration in the presentsitigation is Para Nitro Aniline. Para nitro anilireeclassified
under Customs sub heading No 29214226 under ch&8tesf the Customs Tariff Act, 1975. However, cusso
classification is indicative in nature and not bimgdon the scope of the investigation.

6. The Authority has noted as follows in the finaldings of the original investigation,

“The product under consideration in the presenteistigation is Paranitroaniline (hereinafter refedeas "subject

goods"). It is an organic chemical compound. Parasiniline is also known as 4-nitroaniline, 1-amidenitrobenzene,
or pnitrophenylamine. 4-Nitroaniline is a startimgaterial for the synthesis of Para Red, the firsb Alye. This chemical
is commonly used as an intermediate in the syrgheiidyes, antioxidants, pharmaceuticals and gasolin gum

inhibitors, poultry medicines, and as a corrosiahibitor.”

7.  Since the proposed investigation is a sunset reuigestigation, the scope of tipeoduct under consideratias
the same as that of original investigation

Like Article
8. Rule 2(d) with regard to like article provides asler: -

"like article” means an article which is identical alike in all respects to the article under intigation for being
dumped in India or in the absence of such artidapther article which although not alike in all pects, has
characteristics closely resembling those of theckes under investigation;

9. Petitioner has claimed that there is no known dhiffiee in subject goods exported from subject casmand that
produced by the Indian industry. Both the produtdse comparable characteristics in terms of pamnmmetuch as
physical & chemical characteristics, manufacturprgcess & technology, functions & uses, productcgations,
pricing, distribution & marketing and tariff clafisation, etc.

Domestic Industry & Standing

10. The petition has been filed by M/s Abhilasha Texe@h Ltd. and M/s. Amarjyot Chemical Pvt. Ltd. arastbeen
supported by M/s. Panoli Intermediates (India) R¥wtl. and M/s. Premier Orgochem Industries Pvt.. lltchas been
stated that the production of petitioners alondghwitipporters is 79% of Indian production in the @ou On the basis of
information furnished by the applicants, the Auttyonotes that no exports have been made to Ingishb related
exporters in subject countries and petitioners hatemade any imports of the subject goods fromstiigect country
during the POI. Therefore, the Authority has coasd the petitioner company as domestic industtizivthe meaning
of the Rule 2(b) of the Rules and the applicatiatisfies the criteria of standing in terms of Rbilef the Rules supra.

Initiation of sunset review

11. Whereas, in view of the duly substantiated appbeafiled and in accordance with Section 9 A (5}t Act, read
with Rule 23 of the Anti-dumping Rules, the Authgrhereby initiates a Sunset review investigatiomeview the need
for continued imposition of the duties in forcer@spect of the subject goods, originating in orogted from the subject
country and to examine whether the expiry of suaty @ likely to lead to continuation or recurrerafedumping and
injury to the domestic industry.

Period of Investigation

12. The period of investigation (POI) is April 2015 -akth 2016 (12 months) for the purpose of presemtsitigation.
The injury investigation period will however coviie periods of April 2012-March 2013, April 2013-Mhk 2014 April
2014 - March 2015 and the POI. The data beyondrR&y also be examined to determine the likelihoodwhping and
injury.
