However, the exporters
from China reduced the prices very significanflige decline in the prices by the Chinese produsesso
significant that the landed prices of the impor@dicid was below normatted cost of production fue t
petitioner and hence domestic industry was forceidhport O-Acid from China to continue the prodoati

of the final product Ofloxacin.

5. As per the evidence available on record, the proglucof the applicant accounts for a major
proportion in the gross domestic production ofltke article. The Authority, therefore, determirtbat the
applicant constitutes eligible domestic industryhivi the meaning of Rule 2 (b) of the Anti DumpiRgles
and the application satisfies the criteria of stagdh terms of Rule 5 (3) of the Rules supra.

6. The product under consideration in the presentipetis Ofloxacin acid or O-acid. It is an off-wéit
to white crystalline powder and is used as an imn¢gliate for the manufacture of Ofloxacin, whichais
synthetic chemotherapeutic antibiotic of the fluprimolone drug class considered to be a second-agiore
fluoroquinolone. Ofloxacin is a racemic mixture,iefhconsists of 50% levofloxacin (the biologicadlgtive
component) and 50% of its “mirror image” or enaméy dextrofloxacin.

7. _Ofloxacin Acid is used in production of Ofloxacimhich is used to treat certain infections
including bronchitis, pneumonia, and infectiongha# skin, bladder, urinary tract, reproductive oigaand
prostate. Ofloxacin is sold under a wide varietypfnd names as well as generic drug equivalemtsyrél

and intravenous administration. Ofloxacin is algailable for topical use, as eye drops and eargdribps

on the WHO Model List of Essential Medicines, thestnimportant medications needed in a basic health
system. The PUC can be manufactured as per IP/BBEHPpharmacopeia standards.

8. Product under consideration is classified undemp@ha29 of the Customs Tariff Act. The PUC has
a specific HS code 2941 9030, however, the impalds take place under various other HS codes namely
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2915 2990, 2916 3990, 2918 3090, 2918 9900, 298M,98941 1090, 2941 9090, 2942 0090. Customs
classification in any case is indicative and natdbig on the scope of the product under considerati
the present investigation.

The applicant has furnished information on varipasameters relating to injury for the period forigthit
has commercial production. The domestic industfgrised to sell the product at prices materialljolethe
fair prices envisaged by the domestic industry leefmmmencement of production. The applicant has th
claimed that even when its commercial productiosn iegun, the domestic industry is yet to find I&ce in
the market.

25. Information supplied without any confidential margishall be treated as non-confidential and the
Authority shall be at liberty to allow the otherténested parties to inspect any such non-confidenti
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information. Two (2) copies of the confidential sien and five (05) copies of the non confidentiatsion
must be submitted by all the interested parties.

26. For information claimed as confidential; the sueplof the information is required to provide a
good cause statement along with the supplied irddon as to why such information cannot be disdose
and/or why summarization of such information is poassible.

27. The non-confidential version is required to be alica of the confidential version with the
confidential information preferably indexed or tad out /summarized depending upon the information
which confidentiality is claimed. The non-confidehtsummary must be in sufficient detail to permit
reasonable understanding of the substance of thamation furnished on confidential basis. Howevar,
exceptional circumstances, parties submitting tlomfidential information may indicate that such
information is not susceptible to summarizatiorst@ement of reasons why summarization is not plessi
must be provided to the satisfaction of the Autyori

28. The Authority may accept or reject the requestcianfidentiality on examination of the nature of
the information submitted. If the Authority is sdigd that the request for confidentiality is narvanted or
the supplier of the information is either unwillitg make the information public or to authorize its
disclosure in generalized or summary form, it mayatjard such information.

29. Any submission made without a meaningful non-caaritthl version thereof or without a good
cause statement on the confidentiality claim maybaotaken on record by the Authority. The Authpoh
being satisfied and accepting the need for confidly of the information provided; shall not disse it to
any party without specific authorization of thetgaroviding such information.

Inspection of Public File

30. In terms of rule 6(7) any interested party may @wphe public file containing non-confidential
versions of the evidence submitted by other intetkparties.

Non-cooperation

31. In case any interested party refuses access totardvise does not provide necessary information
within a reasonable period, or significantly impgdee investigation, the Authority may declare such
interested party as non-cooperative and recoriihitings on the basis of the facts available tantl make
such recommendations to the Central Governmentased fit.
