Determination of Injury) Rules, 1995, the Desigdatauthority (hereinafter referred to as Authority)
recommended imposition of Anti-Dumping Duty on imigoof 1-Phenyl-3-Methyl-5-Pyrazolone (hereinafter
referred to as subject goods) originating in orcetgrl from China PR (hereinafter referred to agesub
country) vide final findings notification No. 14/2004-DGAD dated 16 November 2005. Based on the
findings of the Authority, definitive anti-dumpirduties on the subject goods imported from subjeantry
was imposed by the Department of Revenue vide @sstmtification No. 1/2006 dated10anuary 2006.

2. The Authority initiated sunset review investigais vide Notification No. 15/5/2010- DGAD datet! 1
July 2010. The Authority recommended continuatidninoposition of definitive anti-dumping duties on
imports from China PR vide notification No.15/5/20DGAD, dated 28 June, 2011 and the Department of
Revenue imposed definitive anti-dumping duty vidéification No. 80/2011-Customs, dated thd' 2digust,
2011 on all imports of subject goods originatingirexported from China PR.

3. Whereas, in view of the duly substantiated apgho filed and in accordance with Section 9 A¢b)
the Act, read with Rule 23 of the Anti-dumping Rajléhe Authority hereby initiates a Sunset review

5. As per the submission on record, the productibthe applicant companies constitutes “a major
proportion” of the domestic production and, therefahe applicant companies constitute eligible elsim
industry within the meaning of Rule 2 (b) of thetADumping Rules and the application satisfies¢hteria

of standing in terms of Rule 5 (3) of the Rulesraup

Product under consideration

6. The product under consideration is 1-Ph&yethyl-5-Pyrazolone. 1-Phenyl-3-Methyl-5-Pyrazod
is an organic compound which finds application aly@ intermediate. It is also used in Pharmacedstia
production of Analgin.

7. 1-Phenyl-3-Methyl-5-Pyrazolone is classified un@stoms sub heading No. 2933 19 20 under
Chapter 29 of the Customs Tariff Act, 1975. Howe@ustoms classification is indicative only anchmway
binding on the scope of the subject investigation

8. This being a Sunset Review of the product on wiiati-Dumping Duty is already in force, the
definition of the Product under consideration i $ame as mentioned in the original investigation.

Countries involved

9. The present investigation is in respect of aliedamping of the product under consideration from
China PR.
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Normal Value

10. The applicants have claimed that China PR shoddtrbated as a non-market economy and
determined normal value in accordance with Parad’ & of Annexure | of the Rules. The applicant has
claimed normal value for China PR on the basisost of production in India, duly adjusted. In teraidara

8 in Annexure 1 to the Rules it is presumed thatpioducers of the subject goods in China PR ageatipg
under non-market economy conditions. In view ofabeve non-market economy presumption and sulgect t
rebuttal of the same by the responding exportens fthina PR, normal value of the subject goodshm&
PR has been estimated in terms of Para 7 of Aneektn the Rules.

Export Price

11. The Petitioners have submitted the IBIS traneaetvise import information to assess the volume and
value of the subject import in India. Export prit&s been determined on the basis of weighted avefatpe
import price. Export price has been adjusted foreddc Freight, Marine Insurance, Commission, Port
Expenses, Inland Freight and Bank Charges to aatitiee net export price.

Dumping Margin

12. The normal value has been compared with tperexyrice at ex-factory level. There is sufficigmima
facie evidence that the normal value of the suljecids in the subject country are higher than ifaetory
export price, indicating, that the subject goodslaing dumped into the Indian market by the exgstrom
the subject country. The dumping margins are estidi be above de minimis.

Period of Investigation (POI)

13. The Period of Investigation (POI) proposed by dpplicant is from April 2015 to March 2016 (12
months) and the injury investigation period is tbe periods, Apr'l2-Mar'13, Apr'l3-Mar'14, Apr'l4-
