However, in exceptional circumstances,
parties submitting the confidential information may indicate that such information is not
susceptible to sununarizalton; a statement of reasons why surrunaruaLton is not possible
must be provided to the satisfaction of the Authority.

20. The Authority may accept or reject the request,for confidentiality on exarnination of
the nature of the information submitted. If the Authority is satisfied that the request for
confidentiality is not warranted or the supplier of the information is either unwilling to
make the information public or to authorize its disclosure in generalized or summary form,
it may disregard such information.

21. Aty submission made without a meaningful non-confidential version thereof or
without a good cause statement on the confidentiality claim may not be taken on record by
the Authority.
